Once You Arrive on Campus  
 
1.  Upon arriving on campus, check-in at your resid ence hall first.  Students are housed 
in Kilcawley House (#15 on campus map). Please park all vehicles in Lot F-1 after checking in 
at the residence hall. 
 
2.  After checking in, proceed to the Gallery in Ki lcawley Center (#16) for registration.  
Refer to the enclosed schedule for your assigned registration time.  Registration is staggered 
geographically by county to eliminate long lines and waiting. It is important that you plan to 
arrive at your scheduled time to keep the registration process flowing smoothly. 
 
3.  Following registration, all students and parent s will attend orientation in the Ohio 
Room of the Kilcawley Center (#16).   If there is time between your scheduled registration 
time and the orientation session, you are welcome to familiarize yourself with campus. The 
dining hall will not be open during registration, so please plan on eating before you arrive on 
campus.   
 
4.  Opening ceremonies begins promptly at 1:00 p.m.  in the Chestnut Room of the 
Kilcawley Center (#16).  All participants must be in attendance at opening ceremonies.  
Therefore, you must arrive on campus on time, check-in and complete registration no later 
than 12:45 p.m.  Parents/guardians and guests are encouraged to remain and attend Opening 
Ceremonies.

Applying all that is learned 
during the week.) 

·  For women professional attire includes: skirt suits, pant suits, dress skirt, dresses, slacks, 
dress tops, blouses, blazers, stockings and dress shoes.   

·  For men professional attire includes: suits, sports jackets, neat slacks or trousers, dress 
shirt, tie and dress shoes.  

Everyone should bring at least one pair of closed-t oe shoes.
